Ask Father?

(Many people have asked me questions about the Faith or why we do
what we do. If you have questions you would like answered please
drop me a note and | would be happy to respond to.)hem

Q.: Have you ever heard of Pierce v. Soci-
ety of Sisters of the Holy names of Jesus
and Mary?

A.: Yes. In many ways it is considered the
“Magna Carta” of Catholic Schools.

In 1922, the State of Oregon passed “The
Compulsory Education Act” which required par-
ents or guardians to send children between the
ages of eight and sixteen to public schools in
the district where the children resided. This
“act” in effect outlawed all *“sectarian”
schools including Catholic Schools. The
Society of Sisters of the Holy names of Jesus
and Mary facilitated care for orphans, educated
youths, and established and maintained acad-
emies or schools. This case was decided to-
gether with Society of Sisters v. Hill Military
Academy.

This law so outraged Catholics in the State and
throughout the nation that the “act” was ap-
pealed to the U. S. Supreme Court. In 1925,
the Supreme Court ruled the law unconstitu-
tional. The High Court unanimously held that
"the fundamental liberty upon which all govern-
ments in this Union repose excludes any gen-
eral power of the State to standardize its chil-
dren by forcing them to accept instruction from
public teachers only." In essence they were
saying that this “act” violated the liberty of par-
ents to direct the education of their children.
